A  Special Thanks to Jim Mutz who manages the Rancho Blanco Ranch. Jim is a longtime personal friend of Tommy Haegelin and gave the Texas Shoot-Out a outstand Recommendation. You may recall “Big Jim” Mutz from the Callaghan.  
The Shoot-Out ran very smooth until Texas Game Wardens began writing tickets to out of state hunters for not having a Texas Archery Stamp along with their Small Game Lic. 

However, before the night was over, those same two Game Wardens were apologizing to each and every hunter who received a ticket. They also apologized in person to the Ranch and the Texas Shoot-Out. As we tried to tell them, an archery stamp was not required.  
Hunters had a harvest rate of 29%, and an opportunity rate near 90%. What always impresses me is the number of shots taken and the number of stalks blown. 

The heaviest Javelin weighted in at 44.2 lbs. That’s an impressive Javelin, when you consider that the average weight 32 lbs. Heaviest feral was 139 lbs. and No rattle snakes were weighted in.  

The owner of the L&M Store in La Pryor, told us she ran out of BEER. However, if we come back next year she will be sure to have plenty on hand. 
Comment and Tips from the Ranch Biologist: “We only have 6 people working on this ranch and game animals are not use to all the traffic.” TIP 1. Get off the roads and put your corn in the flats and sit downwind. TIP 2. Don’t drive so much, just the sound of traffic will kept game from moving. TIP 3. Try calling javelin if you bust’em, it really works. TIP 4. Hunt all day, javelin feed during the day unlike feral pigs. TIP 5. Use the wind and keep it quite. “Remember there are only 6 trucks on this ranch and the game animals are not use to all the traffic noise.  If the hunters will take my advise they will harvest more game.”
